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1. Training Committee
The Training Committee - develops a
national strategy for all levels of CAT
training and accreditation, approves
monitors and audits the national
training programme and ensures that
national standards of training are
maintained.
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2. Exam Board

The Examination Board - is the
accreditation body of ACAT for
individual trainees, trainers and
supervisors. The Board also monitors
and audits national standards of
marking.
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4. The Ethics Panel

The Ethics Panel - carries
responsibility for administering the
Complaints Procedure, conducting
investigations and maintaining and
reporting upon ethical standards in
the practice of CAT.
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
